CALL FOR PROPOSALS

APPLICATION DEADLINE :  June 30, 2011

Interdisciplinary Arts Event, September 15 to 18, 2011, Rimouski, Québec

Arte Tracto is seeking innovative proposals that take into account the places and people who live in them. We hope to disseminate finished works or work-in-progress in the field of the living arts (performance, relational art, theatre and contemporary dance). We are equally looking for exhibition projects and installations which re-visit traditional techniques or proposals where disciplines, artistic or not, intertwine.

For the 2011 edition the theme "Taking the Train Eastward"  invites participating artists to explore the imaginary and the presentations related to the physical and historical elements of the rail world but also to the notions of meetings, the unknown, cultural shock, chance or all other elements evoked by this theme. For this event Arte Tracto gives priority to the artists of the region of Bas-St-Laurent, in as much as the proposals presented allow for a diversified program. 

A cachet will be given to the participating artists. For specific details on venues, see the tab sites de diffusion 2011 on our website.

Arte Tracto invites proposals in the following areas: 

A- VOLET INSTALLATION AND LONG DURATION INTERVENTION

1. Container space: A 20’ x 8’ x 8’  container per artist on the train station site. The interior, exterior and spaces between containers can be used. 

2. Outside space: Parc de la gare (Railway Station Park) and the adjacent parking area and neighboring spaces are available (upon agreement with property owners). 

3. Interior spaces: Maison Gauvreau (1 room on the second floor, any hanging system must be portable), municipal library (the piece must be adapted to the existing spaces, with agreement) 

Projects must take into account available spaces and the characteristics of the spaces. The hanging systems are the artist’s responsibility. The containers can be closed during the evening but there will be no surveillance on site after 8pm. The installation period will take place between September 12 and 15. The works will be shown until September 22nd for the exterior spaces and until October 15 for interior spaces.

B- VOLET COLLCTIVE CREATIONS, WORKSHOPS AND ANIMATION 

Workshops and collective creations will take place on Saturday September 17 from 10am to 5pm and must be a minimum duration of 2hours in total. Workshops and collective creations must allow for the public to create, participate in the creation and/or have an exchange with the artist.  

1. Exterior Spaces: Parc de la gare, Public Market and parking area 

2. Interior Spaces: Maison Gauvreau, Via Rail train Station

C- VOLET SCENE SPACE

1. Art in the station: intimist propositions in the interior space of the Rimouski Railway Station (max 50 spectators, modifiable space, minimal lighting and technical options). Propositions must be 15 to 30 minutes in duration and will be presented on the evening of Friday September 16th. A tech rehearsal will take place during the day on Thursday September 15th and the space will be available all day on Friday September 16th. 

2. Once Upon a Train: Intimist propositions around language, sound and voice in the interior space of La Maison Gauvreau, 2nd floor room (max 75 spectators, modifiable space, basic lighting and tech). Propositions must be a minimal of 30 minutes in duration and will be presented on the evening of Friday September 16th. A tech rehearsal will take place during the day on Thursday September 15th and the space will be available all day on Friday September 16th. 

3. Art in Movement: Performances where movement is at the forefront and requires a larger performance venue. Possible use of a full lighting and sound system. La Coudée at Rimouski Cégep. Propositions must be a minimal of 30 minutes  and will be presented on the evening of Saturday September 17th. A tech rehearsal will take place during the day on Friday September 16th  and the space will be available all day on Saturday September 17th.

Proposals must include:

a) Description of the  project (1 page max) 

b) Short biography or artistic statement (1 paragraph) 

c) CV

d) Volet chosen, technical specifications and needs (length of piece, space required, lighting 

needs, hanging systems, sound needs, projection equipment, chairs, tables, other)

e) For the workshops and collective creations, specify the unfolding and schedule, the duration, number of participants and the population (age group) and the material or clothes they should wear. 

f) 10 images jpeg or video of recent creations or of the proposed (CD/ DVD, video links or information from websites are accepted)
